CHIPPER SERVICE

The Village offers a chipper service for residents. We ask that you place the branches

in parkway area in front of your home. Please do not bundle these branches. Small sticks,
twigs, clippings, and raked material must be placed in yard waste bags, in compliance

with yard waste regulations, to be picked up on your regular waste collection day. Brush

must measure between three and eight feet in length and may be up to six inches in diameter.
Brush must be stacked on the parkway in front of the home with the cut ends toward the street.
Once placed in the parkway,contact the Public Works Department to arrange a pick up.

The Village no longer has free mulch available for residents use.

The Village is not able to trim trees or remove branches from any private property
areas.

The Village does have a program of trimming parkway trees. If you know of a
tree that is blocking view of a stop sign of traffic signal and needs immediate
attention, please contact the Public Works Department.
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
